Challenge Your Mind
(Age 7 and older; 8 students maximum)

Have fun learning strategies while playing online math games.

Chess for Kids

(Ages 6 and older; 8 students maximum)

We will work together to learn new (or improved) chess
strategies.

Creative Writing
(Age 7 and older; 10 students maximum)

The students will be guided in the creation of a story from start
to finish, focusing on our hero, plot, and resolution. Each
student will have a finished piece to share with others.

Drawing
(All ages; 10 students maximum)

Students will learn basic sketching techniques using pencils
and colored pencils for their favorite animals, nature scenes,
and people. Students will be taught skills together with others
in their same age / ability level.

Mastering the Art of (Kid) Cooking

(All ages; 10 students maximum)

We will enjoy experimenting with French cuisine and French
sounding cuisine (like French toast). ! Join us as we whip up
some great fun!

Storyteller’s Theatre
(All ages; 15 students maximum)

After a fun-filled session of interactive oral storytelling about
character, students will re-enact a story or stories through role-
playing, creative dance, and yoga. At the end of our week
together, students will host a performance for others in camp
and their family members.

Croquet
(All ages; 10 student maximum)

Students will learn the basics of croquet, practicing various
skills and techniques and playing in fun, non-competitive
game.

Photography
(Ages 6 and up; 10 students maximum)

Students will learn about photography, how to take a great
picture and experiment with different subjects and colors. At
the end of the week, students will have put together a personal
photography portfolio / journal.

Painting

(Ages 5 and up; 10 students maximum)

Students will learn basic skills of painting through studying
famous paintings and creating their own masterpieces. There
may also be a guest painter.

(Ages 6 and older; 7 students maximum)

Students will learn the basics of soccer, practicing various
skills and techniques and playing in fun, non-competitive team
games.

Basics of Volleyball
(Ages 6 and older; 7 students maximum)

Students will learn the basics of team volleyball strategies,
practicing various skills and techniques and playing in fun,
non-competitive team games.

(Ages 6 and older; 10 students maximum)
